ARTICLE 2. Type of event

The TOUR DE KUMANO ' 23 is organized by NPO (Non Profit Organization)SPORTS PRODUCE
KUMANO and Japan Cycling Federation under the regulations of the International Cycling Union.
It is to take place from 3rd Jun(Sat) to 6th Jun(Sat), 2023 over Prorogue and 2 stages,

total distance is 208.8km.

The event is in UCI Asia Tour class 2.2 and, in accordance with article 2.10.031 of the UCI
regulations; points will be awarded as follows for the UCI individual rankings:

- 40,30, 25,20, 15,10, 5 and 3, 3, 3points to the 10 first riders of the final general classification.
- 7,3 and 1 points to the 3 first riders of a stage

- 1 point to the leader of the General Individual Classification per stage

ARTICLE 3. Participation and Invitation Conditions

The TOUR DE KUMANQO ~ 23 is open to UCI professional continental teams which belongs to
the country,continental teams,national teams.regional team/club teams as per article 2.1.005
of the UCI regulations.

The number of riders per team is minimum 4 and maximum 6 as per article 2.2.003 of the UCI
regulations.

The participating teams should meet the conditions stipulated in Article 2.1.005 of the UCI
Regulations,and consist of invited teams, more than 5 from overseas and less than 24 domestic,
recommended by the Japan Cycling Federation (JCF), affiliated party of JCF and organizer.
Teams selected to take part in the event should select riders and team officials and register the
team at least May 2.

‘Japanese(club)teams"' recommended by the Japan Cycling Federation mean "teams consisting
of 80% or more riders with Japanese nationality as of participation in the race." These teams
must also be formed in accordance with the UCI Regulations. Riders with South Korean or
North Korean nationalities who reside permanently in Japan may be regarded as being of
Japanese nationality when calculating the aforementioned ratio.

Each team must consist of 6 riders, maximum 3 substitute riders, 3 or 4 team officials and
maximum 2 substitute team officials, and must register these personnel with the organizer not
later than May 2.

Each team has to bear own travel expenses (such as airfare and railway fare) for the designated
place of assembly and dispersion.

Participants should stay at accommodations designated by the organizer.

Entire amount of accommodation fees of 6 riders and 3 or fewer team officials from Jun

1st to Jun 4th(3 nights) for domestic teams will be covered by the organizer.
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Entire amount of accommodation fees of 6 riders and 3 or fewer team officials from May

31th to Jun 5th(5 nights) for overseas teams will be covered by the organizer.

Other than these periods, amount of accommodation fees and expenses of transfer shall be
covered by team themselves.

Overseas teams are recommended to arrive at Kansai International Airport(KIX)from 7:00 to 15:00 on
May 31th. In this case, the organizer will arrange the transportation from Airport to the venue.

Other than this period,the organizer arranges accommodation and transportation by charge of the team.

ARTICLE 4. License Control

Licence control is opened from 14:00 to 15:30 on Jun 1 at KINAN Corporation Training Center.
Body numbers/frame plates may be handed to licence-holders representing the teams at the
licence control.

ARTICLE 5. Manager's Meeting

The team managers' meeting, organized in accordance with article 1.2.0870of the UCI regulations,
in the presence of the Members of the Commissaires Panel, is scheduled at 15:30 Jun 1
at KINAN Corporation Training Center.

ARTICLE 6. Radio Tour

Race information will be broadcast on the "Radio Tour" frequency 154.590MHz.

The organizer will provide a receiver that can receive orders in English from the Chief
Commissaire Car to all vehicles accompanying the event. English and/or Japanese information
on the competition will be transmitted from the Commissaire or the person in charge of the
event to each vehicle through this radio circuit.

ARTICLE 7. Neutral service

Neutral service is offered by the two vehicles, and two motorbikes.
The wheels, make of MAVIC, SHIMANO, and CAMPAGNOLO, are carried by each neutral service
vehicle.

ARTICLE 8. Information and Communique

Communiqués will be issued by Headguarters to transmit competition results, various
information, and directions to team officials, press personnel and technical officials.

After the closing of the Headguarters at finishing points, an information desk set up in the
accommodation for Headqguarters staff will provide such communiqués.

The organizer will offer information on various situations of the competition at the Headquarters
near finishing points.

Press must follow the directions for coverage stipulated in the official program.

ARTICLE 9. Assembly at the Starting Area, Start of the Race

ARTICLE 12. Abandonment and Disqualification

Riders who are disqualified or who abandon the race may not continue racing nor follow the race,
except for cases in which special permission is given by the organizer.

ARTICLE 13. General time classifications

The general time classifications are determined in accordance with Art 2.6.014 -2.6.015 as
below:

The times as recorded by the timekeeper-commissaires shall be entered in the general time
classifications.

Bonuses are only taken into consideration for the individual general classification.

Where two or more riders make the same time in the general individual time placings, the
fractions of a second registered during individual time trials (including the prologue) shall be
added back into the total time to decide the order.

If the result is still tied or if there are no individual time trial stages the placings obtained in
each stage shall be added and, as a last resort, the place obtained in the last stage ridden
shall be taken into consideration.

The leader of the classification will wear a yellow jersey.

ARTICLE 14. Points Classification

A point’s classification is drawn up by totalling the points awarded in each of 2nd stages,
and in the intermediate sprints.
At the intermediate sprints of 2nd stages :

5, 3 and 1 points to the first 3 riders classified.
At the finish ofthe roard full stages:

2nd stages:

25, 20,16, 14,12, 10,9,8, 7.6, 5,4, 3,2 and 1 points to the first 15 riders classified.
The leader of the classification will wear a BLUE jersey.
In accordance with article 2.6.017 of the UCI regulations, in the event of a tie in the individual
general classification of the point’ s competition, the following criteria shall be applied until the
tie is broken:

1. Number of stage wins

2. Number of wins in the intermediate sprints

3. Final individual general classification by time.
To receive the prizes for the general classification, each competitor must have completed the
whole course of the race within the time limits set by the regulations.

ARTICLE 15. Mountains / Climbers' classification

A Mountains/Climbers' classification is to be contested over the 3 counting climbs for this classification.

In accordance with article 2.6.017 of the UCI regulations, in the event of a tie in the individual
general classification of the Mountains/Climbers' competition, the following criteria shall be
applied until the tie is broken:

1. Number of first places in the highest category climbs

2. Number of first places on climbs in the next highest category and so on

3. Final individual general classification by time.
To receive the prizes for the general classification, each competitor must have completed the
whole course of the race within the time limits set by the regulations.

ARTICLE 16. Team Classification

In accordance with in article 2.6.016 of the UCI regulations, the team classification for the day
shall be calculated on the basis of the sum of the three best individual times from each team.
In the event of a tie, the teams are separated by the sum of the places acguired by their three
best-placed riders on the stage.
In the event that the position is still tied, the teams are separated by the placing of their
best-placed rider for the stage.
The team general classification shall be calculated on the basis of the sum of the three best
individual times from each team in each stage ridden.
In the event of a tie, the following criteria shall be applied in order until the teams are separated:
1. Number of first places in the daily team classifications

c 2. Number of second places in the daily team classifications

In the event that the position is still tied, the teams are separated by the placing of their
best-placed rider in the individual general classification.
Any team reduced to less than three riders shall be eliminated from the team general
classification.

ARTICLE 17. U23 classification

U23 classification is restricted to riders born since the 1 January 2001.

ARTICLE 18. Time bonuses

Time bonuses (applied only to the individual general classification as article 2.6.019) are
awarded for the following stages:
2nd stage:
They are awarded for intermediate sprints and the stage finish. The time bonuses awarded are
as follows:
1) For each intermediate sprint, 3, 2 and 1 seconds are awarded to the 3 first riders
classified respectively.
2) At the finishes of 1st, 3rd stages, 10, 6 and 4 seconds are awarded to the first 3 riders
classified respectively.

ARTICLE 19. Summit finishes

For the purposes of the application of article 2.6.029 of the UCI regulations, some stage
finishes are remarked as below:

There is stage, which has a hill-climb finish in 2023.(at 1st Stage)

Then,2.6.027 of the UCI regulations are applicable in all stages.

ARTICLE 20. Prize list and special primes

Prizes will be presented according to the UCI Financial Obligations 2021 (on the attached sheet).

The local prize will also be presented during the Closing Ceremony.

For riders who are confirmed positive to anti-doping inspections and excluded from the
competition, prizes for stages after the one where the positive inspection was conducted will
not be presented.

ARTICLE 21. Anti-doping tests

The anti-doping tests will take place at the facilities installed near the finishing area. In Japan,

there is a law on promotion of anti-doping activities in sports (enforced on October 1, 2018).

ARTICLE 22. Official Ceremony

Riders at the top of each classification are obligated to wear a Leader Jersey which indicates
his placement.

The official awards ceremony will be held right after each stage.

The final awards ceremony will be held in closing ceremony at Taiji Town, Jun 4, attended

by officials and riders concerned,

The following must attend the official ceremony at the end of each stages :

At the each stage; the first 3 riders and the leader of the general time classification and
point’s classification and Mountains/Climbers' classification and leader of U23 classification.

ARTICLE 23. Safety
Also, riders who have dropped a certain time behind the leading rider and are ordered to stop

the race by the rear gate vehicle must promptly do so and board the sag-wagon.
Police vehicles will accompany the motorcade for the safety of the event.

<Priority of vehicles for emergency service>

Emergency vehicles, such as police cars, fire engines and ambulances, have the right of way.
Therefore, participants should draw to the left side and proceed slowly and with caution when
such vehicles approach.

ARTICLE 24. Penalties
The UCI penalty scale is the only one applicable.

ARTICLE 25. Cycling and the Environment

In accordance with article 2.2.025 of the UCI regulations,

Riders may not jettison food, bonk-bags, feeding bottles, clothes, etc. outside of the litter zones

provided by the organiser.

The rider must safely and exclusively deposit their waste on the sides of the road in the litter
zones provided by the organiser. Riders may not jettison anything on the roadway itself.
Riders may also dispose of bottles and clothing to team cars or organisation vehicles or with
the team staff in charge of riders’ feeding.
